EDITORIAL 
The growth and importance of professional societ ies 

have evolved pr imar i ly because they a re able to accomplish 
statewide and nationwide objectives not otherwise possible. 
They provide the strength of numbers and the spreading 
and sha r i r ^ of costs to solve the problems of the profes­
sion. Professional associat ions become a vital necessi ty 
when a profession finds itself faced with major problems 
beyond the capabi l i t ies and financial capacity of the indi­
vidual. 

"It is out of the concept of ministry—of the assuming 
of responsibi l i ty for the vital affairs of others because of 
super ior special ized knowledge—that there have grown the 
ideal ism of the professional man and the recognition in him 
by others of a quality of a l t ru ism which is i ts own reward.
